When the public libraries are closed, you can return
by putting them into the “Henkyaku Post (book
drop)”. The items that can be put in the Henkyaku
Posts are only reading materials, such as books,
magazines, picture books etc.

How to Make a Reservation Request

not on the shelves, you can make a reservation
request by submitting a “Request Card” at the
circulation desk, inquiring a librarian directly, or
making an inquiry to the public libraries by
telephone. Community libraries do not accept
inquiries by telephone. If you have registered your
password, you can make a reservation request either
through the library website or OPAC (internal
computer system equipped in the libraries). You can
receive the reserved materials at a designated
library.
